
MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

BetweenThe
BURLINGTON NORTHERN AND SANTA FE RAIL WAY COMPANY

And The
BROTHERHOOD OF LOCOMOTIVE ENGINEERS

Due to the operational changes attendant to the connection built near Dobbin, Texas, all agreements,
understandings and interpretations applicable to the current service between Temple and Houston, Texas are
eliminated upon the effective date of this agreement. Concurrently the parties agree that, interdivisional
service may be established between Temple and Houston, Texas under the following conditions:

1. Interdivisional pool freight engineers will operate between Temple and Houston, through the
terminals of Somerville and/or Bellville, Texas. Temple shall be the home terminal for
engineers working out of Temple to Houston and return, and Houston shall be the home
terminal for engineers working out of Houston to Temple and return.

1.1 The district miles between Temple and Houston shall be 213.

1.2 Engineers in interdivisional service shall not be used to perform non-interdivisional service.

2. BNSF \vill determine the ratio of calling home terminal and away-from-home terminal pool
freight engineers at Temple and Houston, dependent upon the needs of the service and
engineer availability. The ratio of calling engineers with the same home terminal in
comparison to engineers from the other home terminal, at either Temple or Houston, shall not
exceed 5: 1, except as provided below.

2.1 In the event of a bona fide emergency, the calling ratio shall not apply

2.2 In the absence of an available away-from-home terminal engineer, more than 5 home
terminal engineers may be called.

2.3 If either party to this Agreement is of the opinion that application of the 5: 1 ratio creates
undue hardship and imbalance, the matter will be discussed between the Local Chairmen and
the Crew Superintendent. Failing resolution, the matter may be appealed by the General
Chairman to the Assistant Vice President of Labor Relations
